9-1 Display dust collection
Make settings in order to or not to display the dust collection sign.

9-2 Dust quantity settings

Make settings according to the quantity of dust/size of dust particles
in the room, e.g. stores dealing in clothing=small dust particles.

9-3 Panel indicator (green) On/Off

The panel indicator (green) can display the following operating
conditions. Make indicator settings according to the request of the
customer.
